Natalia Bilyk (1974)

Bilyk belongs to the younger generation of Carpathian artists. As early as six months old, Natalia
became interested in drawing and studied at a fine art studio and an art school. In 1999, the future artist
graduated from the Faculty of Art and Graphics of the Precarpathian University and has since devoted her
life to creativity and art. Her work includes approximately 900 paintings. About three years of work — and
70 paintings by the Ivano-Frankivsk artist appeared in the sixth solo exhibition «Ptychky and chichky».
According to Natalia, you don’t have to go far for inspiration. It is enough just to open the tube with paint,
and then everything will come out by itself. Each work entails the next. This is how the series comes out.
The painting technique remains the same - oil painting. But she does not like to invent names for them:
«I'hardly ever name my work. Because they are mainly birds. There are pairs — «happy birds», «fed birds»...
Many of these birds have moved around Ukraine. Many people like my chickens, I continue to draw them.»

From 1980-1984 he studied at the Department
of Sculpture at the Penza Art School named after academician Savitsky. At the same time, he studied
painting and graphics. From 1982-1986 he continued his studies at the sculpture workshops of V.Tsoi and
O.Bem. Since 1988 he has been a member of the National Union of Artists of Ukraine. Since 1990 — Fellow
of the Union of Artists of the USSR. Since 2009 — Honored Artist of Ukraine. Since 2014 he has been
living and working in Kyiv. Laureate of the International Sculpture Symposium “Medobory” in Ternopil
(1990). Initiator, co-organizer, and participant of three international sculptural symposiums in Horlivka
(1989), Donetsk (“Ukrainian steppe-2006~), and Svyatogorsk (“Ukrainian steppe-2007”). Co-founder of
the creative group “East” and the gallery “East-Art” in Horlivka (1989). Author of the project “Fountain of
Life” in Zaporizhzhia (2005), which was included in the “History of Ukrainian Art” (vol. 5, 2007); fountain
“Money Tree” in the Ozerne village, near Donetsk (2009); the monument to P. Gorlov (1999); co-author
of monuments to T.Shevchenko in Horlivka and Dobropillya; to Academician M.Amosov at the Baykovo
Cemetery in Kyiv (together with O.Dyachenko, 2003); to E Yenakiyev (2010), poet S.Rudansky in Kalynivka,
Vinnytsia region (2014); to outstanding Ukrainian composer and choral conductor M.Leontovych (2018)
and T.Shevchenko (2019) in Pokrovsk, Donetsk region. In 2016, together with the Italian architect R.Boatelli,
Petro Antip won the tender for the project of reconstruction of Peace Square in Kramatorsk, Donetsk region.
Petro Antyps works can be found in museums, and galleries (National Cultural, Art and Museum Complex
“Art Arsenal’, National Art Museum of Ukraine, Taras Shevchenko National Museum, Andriy Sheptytsky

The canvas will be formed from
approximately 300 fragments, each of which will simultaneously be a separate independent art object.

The artistic performance of Petro Antyp will last more than 3000 hours.

Bohdan Holoiad (1967)

In 1984, he entered the Kyiv State Art Institute, where his mentors were Honored Artist of Ukraine
Professor I. Makohon and Honored Arts Figure of Ukraine M. Storozhenko. After completing the first
year, he was drafted into the ranks of the Soviet Army. After finishing his service, he decided to resume his
studying and transferred to the Lviv Institute of Applied and Decorative Arts. There he studied from Honored
Artist of the Ukrainian SSR E. Misko and D. Krvachich. Bohdan Holoiad’s thesis was the creation
of the Central Crucifix in the cathedral of the city of Burshtyn in Western Ukraine. The master’s picturesque
works made for the church in Rohatyn are also widely known. Parishioners of the Kyiv St. Nicholas Greek-
Catholic Church, located on the Askold Tomb, have been admiring the paintings of the Central Iconostasis
for many years — one of the artist’s best works. The wooden crucifix of the Catholic Cathedral of St. Alexander
on Kostyolna Street in Kyiv is another example of Bohdan Holoiad’s mastery. Bohdan Holoiaad is a
continuation of the picturesque traditions of the artistic style, which is based on normative aesthetics, which
requires strict observance of a number of rules, canons, and unity. The artist’s paintings are in museums and
private collections in the United States of America, Poland, Austria, France, and Greece. Academic realism
became the hallmark of Bohdan Holoiad the painter. Recently, he has been working on the fulfillment of
orders related to multi-faceted design and design.

As noted
by art critics, a distinctive feature of Eduard Prykhodkos art is a harmonious combination of seemingly
hard-to-connect polar modes of representation — recognizable realistic reflections of natural observations
harmoniously coexist with conditional abstract pictorial reproductions, in which the author’s inner feelings,
thoughts, and imitation are concentrated. The attractiveness of Eduard Prykhodkos paintings lies in the
extraordinary fusion of a personal, independent author’s approach to the subject, creativity of thinking, and
bright painterly temperament. The conceptual feature of the exhibition is tangentiality. This definition implies
the artist’s appeal to multi-vector, multi-directional ways of pictorial representation: from realistic, life-like
visions to generalized, associative artistic images.
